1. QUOTATION must be sent in a SEALED COVER clearly superscribed as indicated above.

2. The Tender must contain the details of the technical specification quoted for Microsope, illustrative leaflet, drawing photograph, model No. Xerox copy of sales tax, income tax clearance, quality certifications and performance certificate issued by the customer etc. duly stamped and signed by the authorized signatory(ies) of the firm.

3. Tenderer must deposit the amount of Rs.25,000/- through Demand Draft drawn on any Nationalized Bank in favour of “Director, NIHFW, New Delhi” towards Bid Security.  Tenders not accompanied by Bid Security shall be summarily rejected.

4. The Bid Security will be refunded to the unsuccessful Tenderer only after the acceptance of Tender conveyed to the successful Tenderer.

5. The Bid Security will be refunded to the successful Tenderer only after receiving the Security Deposit @ 10% of the product value through Demand Draft or by Bank Guarantee of the total amount in favour of Director, NIHFW, New Delhi.
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6. The Tenderer/Supplier has to give an affidavit on non-judicial stamp paper of Rs.10/-duly certifying by the Authorized Signatory(ies) that there is no vigilance/CBI case pending against the firm/supplier and the firm has not been blacklisted by any Govt. Organization.

7. The Tenderer shall furnish following certificates invariably along-with quotation, as applicable, otherwise quotation shall be summarily rejected:

9. Tender must reach this office on or before October 20, 2008 upto 2:30 PM, through Registered Post, Courier or may be dropped in person by the representative of the company in the tender box kept at reception of Administrative Block of NIHFW.  Tenders will be opened by Tender Opening Committee, of the Institute at 3:00 PM on the same day.  Any Tenderer or their authorized representative, who wish to be present at the time of opening, may attend.  Tender received through E-mail, Fax, etc. shall not be accepted.  Tender received after due date and time will not be accepted on any grounds and will be rejected.

10. The rates on the letterheads of the company, should be stamped and signed by the authorized person of the company along-with details of all taxes, excise duty, delivery charges, payment terms, time required to complete the delivery etc.

11. The rates should be quoted on the terms of FOR, destination National Institute of Health and Family Welfare, Baba Gangnath Marg, Munirka, New Delhi and should be inclusive of all type of taxes/excise duty etc., where legally leviable and intended to be claimed, should be distinctly shown along-with the price quoted.  Where no claim for such taxes is mentioned, or no other extra charges are asked in the quotation, thereafter no such claims will be admitted at any later stage on any grounds.

12. No figures or words should be over written.  Overwritten/incorrect figures or words should be scored out and re-written under your full signature.  Tender which does not fulfill this condition will not be considered.  When quotation runs into several pages, each page must be signed.  Please mark NOT QUOTED against the items for which you cannot quote.

13. Rates in figures and words should be written legibly in ink against each item mentioned in the Tender Enquiry.
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14. The successful tenderer will be required to deposit Security @10% of the Product value by way of Demand Draft drawn on any Nationalized Bank payable at New Delhi or Bank Guarantee of the total amount in favour of Director, NIHFW, New Delhi.  The security will be retained by the Institute till the guarantee/warranty of the product expires from the date of supply/successfully installation of the Instrument and will be refunded only after successful completion of guaranty period.

15. Delivery charges/cartage must be indicated clearly and separately.  Delivery of the items will have to be effected to the Assistant (Stores) of this Institute located in NIHFW Campus, New Delhi – 110 067.

16. In case of non-supply of material within the due date i.e. within the date of delivery, the Director, NIHFW, New Delhi will have the right to impose penalty as deemed fit or to resort to risk purchase in full or part thereof at his/her discretion, his/her decision shall be final and binding.

17. Rates quoted against this tender enquiry shall remain valid upto 31st March, 2009.  No request for increase in rates, if any, will be allowed, or entertained during this period after opening of tenders by the Committee.

18. As soon as the acceptance of tender is communicated to the successful Tenderer(s), the contract shall be completed and binding on them (Tenderer/s) to honour the terms and conditions contained herein which shall be enforced by the Director, National Institute of Health and Family Welfare, New Delhi or any officer acting on his behalf and no fresh or regular contract will be drawn separately.

Any loss sustained by the Institute as a result of non-compliance of delivery schedule, questionable quality of supplies and short delivery during the pendency of the contract etc. shall be recoverable from the Tenderer and security deposit lying in this office may also be forfeited.  Failure on the part of successful Tenderer/s to comply with the supply order shall authorize the Director, NIHFW to effect purchase at the risk and cost shall be released by way of liquidation of Security Money lying with NIHFW and or by way of retrenching the resultant increase in cost from the pending bill/s of the successful Tenderer/s.

20. Conditional tenders are liable to be rejected.  In the event of acceptance, Director’s decision will be final.  The rates should be quoted as per our required specifications.  The tender which is not as per our required specifications, will not be considered on any ground.

21. The right to accept or reject any tender, partially or wholly, including lowest without assigning any reason whatsoever thereof or incurring any liability thereby is reserved with the Director, NIHFW, New Delhi.  The Director, also reserves the right to split the tender and place the orders for supply of item(s), mentioned in the tender enquiry on one or more Tenderers.  The decision of the Director, with regard to enforcement of these terms and conditions herein contained, as a result of breach of these conditions by successful Tenderer/s, shall be final and the Director, shall not liable for any damage/liability put forth by the Tenderers at any stage of the transaction arising out of the enforcement of any or all herein contained terms and conditions.

Payment will be made within a reasonable period through a crossed Cheque drawn on State Bank of India, NIHFW, Munirka, New Delhi – 110 067 after satisfactory installation, inspection and acceptance of supplies and presentation of pre-receipted bills.  No conditions/clause with regard to interest etc. shall be entertained.
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23. The quantity shown in this tender is only approximate requirement and is subject to alteration at the time of placing the supply order and during the pendency of the quotation it will be binding on the part of successful Tenderers to honour and comply such orders placed by this Institute.

24. Tenderers responding to this enquiry shall be deemed to be agreeable to the terms and conditions herein contained.  These terms and conditions shall be binding on the part of the successful Tenderer.

	A PHASE CONTRACT MICROSCOPE WITH FLUORESCENCE ATTACHMENT WITH THE FOLLOWING SPECIFICATIONS ARE NEEDED


	· Fly eye lens for uniform illumination.
· At least 100 W brightfield and 100 W epifluorescene with Halogen lamp of 100 W – 12 V pre centred and prefocussed.

· Noise terminator mechanism to boost signal to noise ratio.
· New DIC System to clearly visualize minute structures of a specimen.
· Objectives with antifungal coating.
· Autorecording of microscope status with DS-5M digital camera and DIH (digital imagery head).
· The microscope can be upgraded to confocal microscope in future.

· Epifluroscence filters should be applicable for FITC, Acridine Orange, Auramine O, Coriphosphine O, Bodipy, Fluo-3 and DIO probes. (Excitation wavelength of 470-490, DM 505, BA 520-560).
