2. Rates should reach NIHFW on or before 3.11.2008 up to 2.30 p.m. in sealed envelops. Envelopes should be superscripted Rate Enquiry F.No.NIHFW/SB/16-116//2007/ Quotation for 11 KVA UPS with 40 Nos. Batteries and date of opening i.e. 3.11.08 etc. and may be sent by post or dropped in the tender box near reception at the above-cited address.  Quotations received after due date and time or through E-mail/FAX/Unsealed envelopes are liable to be rejected.

3. The copy of latest Income Tax Clearance Certificate (Self attested) must be enclosed with quotation.

4. Rates should be quoted in prescribed form as shown at pre-page of tender document. No figures or words should be overwritten. All cuttings and overwriting should be attested by the authorized signatory signing the quotation.  Rates should be written/printed on the letterhead of the company/firm in figure and words duly stamped and signed by the authorized person of the firm.  Other terms and conditions alongwith all taxes should be mentioned clearly.
